—Jesus’ post-resurrection appearances to the disciples on the first day of the week point to the

special significance of that day in the NT.

—Jesus’ post-resurrection appearances to the disciples ought to be believed.

II. John’s Purpose in Writing (vs. 30, 31)
-The Omission of the Unrecorded Signs (v. 30)

-The Inclusion of the Recorded Signs (v. 31)

—Jesus is an incomprehensibly wonderful Savior.

—Jesus, as He is revealed in the Bible, must be trusted in for eternal life.
