65 Q. Itis by faith alone that we share in Christ and all his

A. The Holy Spirit produces it in our hearts _
congregation

by the preaching of the holy gospel,
and confirms it through our use of the holy sacraments.

66 Q. What are sacraments?

A. Sacraments are holy signs and seals for us to see.
They were instituted by God so that by our use of them
he might make us understand more clearly
the promise of the gospel,
and might put his seal on that promise.

And this is God's gospel promise: to forgive our sins
and give us eternal life by grace alone
because of Christ's one sacrifice finished on the cross.

74 Q. Should infants, too, be baptized?

A. Yes. Infants as well as adults
are in God's covenant and are his people.
They, no less than adults, are promised
the forgiveness of sin through Christ's blood
and the Holy Spirit who produces faith.

Therefore, by baptism, the mark of the covenant,
infants should be received into the Christian church
and should be distinguished from the children

of unbelievers.

This was done in the Old Testament by circumcision,
which was replaced in the New Testament by baptism.

SERMON “The New and Living Way”

SACRAMENT OF THE LORD’S TABLE

75 Q. How does the Lord's Supper remind you and assure you
that you share in Christ's one sacrifice on the cross
and in all his gifts?

A. In this way:

Christ has commanded me and all believers
to eat this broken bread and to drink this cup.
With this command he gave this promise:

First, as surely as I see with my eyes

the bread of the Lord broken for me

and the cup given to me,
so surely his body was offered and broken for me
and his blood poured out for me on the cross.

Second, as surely as I receive from the hand of the one who serves,
and taste with my mouth the bread and cup of the Lord,
given me as sure signs of Christ's body and blood,

so surely he nourishes and refreshes my soul for eternal life

with his crucified body and poured-out blood.

77 Q. Where does Christ promise to nourish and refresh believers
with his body and blood as surely as they
eat this broken bread and drink this cup?



A. In the institution of the Lord's Supper:

"The Lord Jesus, on the night he was betrayed,

took bread, and when he had given thanks,

he broke it and said,
"This is my body, which is for you;
do this in remembrance of me.’

In the same way, after supper he took the cup, saying,
'This cup is the new covenant in my blood;
do this, whenever you drink it
in remembrance of me.’

For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup,
you proclaim the Lord's death until he comes."

81 Q. Who are to come to the Lord's table?

A. Those who are displeased with themselves
because of their sins,
but who nevertheless trust
that their sins are pardoned
and that their continuing weakness is covered
by the suffering and death of Christ,
and who also desire more and more
to strengthen their faith and to lead a better life.
Hypocrites and those who are unrepentant, however,
eat and drink judgment on themselves.
