Luke 12:15–21 (NKJV)  

15 And He said to them, “Take heed and 

beware of covetousness, for one’s life does 

not consist in the abundance of the things 

he possesses.”  

16 Then He spoke a parable to them, 

saying: “The ground of a certain rich man 

yielded plentifully.  

17 And he thought within himself, saying, 

‘What shall I do, since I have no room to 

store my crops?’

Luke 12:15–21 (NKJV)  

18 So he said, ‘I will do this: I will pull down 

my barns and build greater, and there I will 

store all my crops and my goods.  

19 And I will say to my soul, “Soul, you 

have many goods laid up for many years; 

take your ease; eat, drink, and be merry.” ’  

20 But God said to him, ‘Fool! This night 

your soul will be required of you; then 

whose will those things be which you have 

provided?’

Acts 8:20–23 (NKJV)  

20 But Peter said to him, “Your money 

perish with you, because you thought that 

the gift of God could be purchased with 

money!  

21 You have neither part nor portion in this 

matter, for your heart is not right in the sight 

of God.  

22 Repent therefore of this your 

wickedness, and pray God if perhaps the 

thought of your heart may be forgiven you.

Acts 8:20–23 (NKJV)  

23 For I see that you are poisoned by 

bitterness and bound by iniquity.”

James 5:1–5 (NKJV)  

1 Come now, you rich, weep and howl for 

your miseries that are coming upon you!  

2 Your riches are corrupted, and your 

garments are moth-eaten.  

3 Your gold and silver are corroded, and 

their corrosion will be a witness against you 

and will eat your flesh like fire. You have 

heaped up treasure in the last days.

4 Indeed the wages of the laborers who 

mowed your fields, which you kept back by 

fraud, cry out; and the cries of the reapers 

have reached the ears of the Lord of 

Sabaoth.  

5 You have lived on the earth in pleasure 

and luxury; you have fattened your hearts 

as in a day of slaughter.
