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Why is it such a big deal that Jesus Christ sat and 
the Levitical priest stood?
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Deuteronomy 10:8

“At that time the LORD set apart the tribe of Levi to 
carry the ark of the covenant of the LORD to stand 
before the LORD to minister to him and to bless in his 
name, to this day.”
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Jesus, as the High Priest has taken the perfect sacrifice 
of Himself into heaven and is there on our behalf. 
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It is important to know that Christ came from heaven, but it is 
also important to know that He has returned to Heaven.
