A. Christ executes the office of a 
king, in subduing us to himself, in 
ruling and defending us, and in 
restraining and conquering all his 
and our enemies.

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12 When your days are fulfilled 
and you rest with your fathers, I 
will set up your seed after you, 

who will come from your body, 
and I will establish his 

kingdom. 13 He shall build a house

 14 I will be his Father, and he shall 
be My son.

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15 He is the image of the invisible 

God, the firstborn over all 

creation. 16 For by Him all things were 

created that are in heaven and that 

are on earth, visible and invisible, 

whether thrones or dominions or 

principalities or powers. All things 

were created through Him and for 

Him. 17 And He is before all things, 

and in Him all things consist.

Q. 10. How did God create man? 

 

A. God created man male and 

female, after his own image, in 

knowledge, righteousness and 

holiness, with dominion over the 

creatures. 
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FEDERAL HEAD: ADAM 

Q. 12. What special act of providence 
did God exercise toward man in the 
estate wherein he was created? 

 
A. When God had created man, he 
entered into a covenant of life with him, 
upon condition of perfect obedience; 
forbidding him to eat of the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil, upon the 
pain of death.

Q. 13. Did our first parents 
continue in the estate wherein 
they were created? 

 
A. Our first parents, being left to 
the freedom of their own will, fell 
from the estate wherein they were 
created, by sinning against God.

Q. 16. Did all mankind fall in Adam's 
first transgression? 
 
A. The covenant being made with 
Adam, not only for himself, but for his 
posterity; all mankind, descending 
from him by ordinary generation, 
sinned in him, and fell with him, in his 
first transgression.

Q. 20. Did God leave all mankind to 
perish in the estate of sin and misery? 
 
A. God having, out of his mere good 
pleasure, from all eternity, elected 
some to everlasting life, did enter into 
a covenant of grace, to deliver them 
out of the estate of sin and misery, and 
to bring them into an estate of 
salvation by a redeemer. 
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FEDERAL HEAD: JESUS 

Q. 21. Who is the redeemer of God's 
elect? 

 
A. The only redeemer of God's elect is 
the Lord Jesus Christ, who, being the 
eternal Son of God, became man, 
and so was, and continues to be, God 
and man in two distinct natures, and 
one person, forever. 
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18 Therefore, as through one man’s 

offense judgment came to all men, 

resulting in condemnation, even so 

through one Man’s righteous act the 

free gift came to all men, resulting in 

justification of life. 19 For as by one 

man’s disobedience many were 

made sinners, so also by one Man’s 

obedience many will be made 

righteous.
