Called to be saints

Hebrews 13:16 ESV Do not neglect to do good and to share what
you have, for such sacrifices are pleasing to God.

2 Corinthians 9:13 ESV By their approval of this service, they will
glorify God because of your submission that comes from your
confession of the gospel of Christ, and the generosity of your
contribution for them and for all others,

Philippians 1:5 ESV because of your partnership in the gospel from
the first day until now.
