So gentle to them: v44-46

B. The way to peace is to remember
e The women'’s fretting and wasted effort

e The men’s miserable fear and despair

A. The Gospel will go to ALL nations (Lk 24:47)

B. You will have His power (Lk 24:49 - Acts 1:4-5, 8 - 2:1ff) and
Presence (Matt 28:20)

C. He will come again
