God has revealed Himself to humankind in three ways: 
 
1. God is Revealed in His _________________________ (vv. 1-6) 
 

1The heavens are telling of the glory of God; And their expanse is declaring 
the work of His hands.  
2Day to day pours forth speech, And night to night reveals knowledge.  
3There is no speech, nor are there words where their voice is not heard.  
4Their line has gone out through all the earth, And their utterances to the 
end of the world. In them He has placed a tent for the sun,  
5Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber; It rejoices as a 
strong man to run his course.  
6Its rising is from one end of the heavens, And its circuit to the other end of 
them; And there is nothing hidden from its heat  (Psalm 19:1–6).

9The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever; The judgments of the Lord 
are true; they are righteous altogether.  
10They are more desirable than gold, yes, than much fine gold; Sweeter 
also than honey and the drippings of the honeycomb.  
11Moreover, by them Your servant is warned; In keeping them there is 
great reward  (Psalm 19:7–11).

Confess these now in 
prayer.  Ask God for help.  Then ask a Christian friend to help you master 
them. 

• Have you ever prayed through Psalm 19 personalizing it to your own 
life?  Try doing it now.  What did God reveal to you about Himself and 
about you? 
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
