Psalm 32:2 How blessed is the man to whom the LORD does not
impute iniquity,

Genesis 15:9 So He said to him, “Bring Me a three year old heifer,
and a three year old female goat, and a three year old ram, and a
turtledove, and a young pigeon.” 10 Then he brought all these to Him
and cut them in two, and laid each half opposite the other; but he did
not cut the birds. . . 12 Now when the sun was going down, a deep
sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, terror and great darkness fell upon
him. . . 17 It came about when the sun had set, that it was very dark,
and behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a flaming torch which
passed between these pieces.

Ephesians 2:19 So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but
you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s household,
20 having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets,
Christ Jesus Himself being the corner stone, 21 in whom the whole
building, being fitted together, is growing into a holy temple in the
Lord, 22 in whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of
God in the Spirit.

1 Peter 2:5 you also, as living stones, are being built up as a spiritual
house for a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable
to God through Jesus Christ.

2 Corinthians 6:16 Or what agreement has the temple of God with
idols? For we are the temple of the living God; just as God said, “I
WILL DWELL IN THEM AND WALK AMONG THEM; AND |
WILL BE THEIR GOD, AND THEY SHALL BE MY PEOPLE.

1 Corinthians 3:16 Do you not know that you are a temple of God and
that the Spirit of God dwells in you? 17 If any man destroys the
temple of God, God will destroy him, for the temple of God is holy,
and that is what you are.

1 Corinthians 6:19 Or do you not know that your body is a temple of



the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you
are not your own?

Romans 8:9 However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if
indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. But if anyone does not have
the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him.

Daniel 9:24 “Seventy weeks have been decreed for your people and
your holy city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to
make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to
seal up vision and prophecy and to anoint the most holy place.

Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity Between you and the woman,
And between your seed and her seed; He shall bruise you on the head,
And you shall bruise him on the heel.

Genesis 12:3 And I will bless those who bless you, And the one who
curses you I will curse. And in you all the families of the earth will be
blessed.

Genesis 17:7 1 will establish My covenant between Me and you and
your descendants after you throughout their generations for an
everlasting covenant, to be God to you and to your descendants after
you.

Galatians 4:4 But when the fullness of the time came, God sent forth
His Son, born of a woman, born under the Law, 5 so that He might
redeem those who were under the Law, that we might receive the
adoption as sons.

Mark 1:14 Now after John had been taken into custody, Jesus came
into Galilee, preaching the gospel of God, 15 and saying, “The time is
fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the
gospel.”

1 Corinthians 10:11 Now these things happened to them as an
example, but they were written down for our instruction, on whom the
end of the ages has come.

Genesis 2:16 The LORD God commanded the man, saying, “From
any tree of the garden you may eat freely; 17 but from the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you
eat from it you will surely die.”

Genesis 3:19 By the sweat of your face You will eat bread, Till you
return to the ground, Because from it you were taken; For you are
dust, And to dust you shall return.

Romans 5:12 Therefore, just as through one man sin entered into the
world, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men, because
all sinned --

John 8:24 ‘Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for
unless you believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.’

John 3:18 He who believes in Him is not judged; he who does not
believe has been judged already, because he has not believed in the
name of the only begotten Son of God.

Acts 17:31 ...He has fixed a day in which He will judge the world in
righteousness through a Man whom He has appointed, having
furnished proof to all men by raising Him from the dead.

John 5:28 Do not marvel at this; for an hour is coming, in which all
who are in the tombs will hear His voice, 29 and will come forth;
those who did the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who
committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judgment.

1 Corinthians 15:51 Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all
sleep, but we will all be changed, 52 in a moment, in the twinkling of
an eye, at the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead
will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed. 53 For this
perishable must put on the imperishable, and this mortal must put on
immortality.

Acts 15:10 Now therefore why do you put God to the test by placing
upon the neck of the disciples a yoke which neither our fathers nor we
have been able to bear?
