Preparing to Receive the Lord’s Supper

WLC Question 171: How are they that receive the sacrament of the Lord's Supper

to prepare themselves before they come unto it?

Answer: They that receive the sacrament of the Lord's Supper are, before they come,
to prepare themselves thereunto, by examining themselves of their being in Christ,
of their sins and wants; of the truth and measure of their knowledge, faith,
repentance; love to God and the brethren, charity to all men, forgiving those that
have done them wrong; of their desires after Christ, and of their new obedience; and
by renewing the exercise of these graces, by serious meditation, and fervent prayer.

WLC Question 172: May one who doubts of his being in Christ, or of his due

preparation, come to the Lord's Supper?

Answer: One who doubts of his being in Christ, or of his due preparation to the
sacrament of the Lord's Supper, may have true interest in Christ, though he be not
yet assured thereof; and in God's account has it, if he be duly affected with the

apprehension of the want of it, and unfeignedly desires to be found in Christ, and to
depart from iniquity: in which case (because promises are made, and this sacrament
is appointed, for the relief even of weak and doubting Christians) he is to bewail his
unbelief, and labor to have his doubts resolved; and, so doing, he may and ought to

come to the Lord's Supper, that he may be further strengthened.

Great God,

In public and private, in sanctuary and home, may my life be steeped in
prayer, filled with the spirit of grace and supplication, each prayer
perfumed with the incense of atoning blood.

I bless thee that great sin draws out great grace, that, although the lest
sin deserves infinite punishment because done against an infinite God, yet
there is mercy for me, for where guilt is most terrible, there thy mercy in
Christ is most free and deep.

Bless me by revealing to me more of his saving merits, by causing thy
goodness to pass before me, by speaking peace to my contrite heart;

Strengthen me to give thee no rest until Christ shall reign supreme
within me, in every thought, word, and deed, in a faith that purifies the
heart, overcomes the world, works by love, fastens me to thee, and every
day clings to the cross.

God sometimes gives exactly as we ask, but at other times answers in
value, though not in kind. He did not take away Paul’s thorn, but gave
sufficient grace instead. Paul was answered in value. So many times our
prayers are heard when we least think and perceive it, and the good is
done to us, as it were, against our will.
