Adam, Israel, David 
Romans 1:3-4 – Jesus is declared the Son in His resurrection 
The two natures of Christ (hypostatic union) 

 
 
Exposition: Jesus is superior to angels  
 v. 5a The begotten Son – begotten in His resurrection 
  Psalm 2, Acts 13:28-33 
 v. 5b  A greater son than Solomon 
  2 Sam 7:12-14, Acts 2:29-36 
The author of Hebrews was not merely “proof-texting” 
 v. 6  The angels worship the Son (Deut 32:43, Ps 97:7) 
 v. 7    Angels are temporal beings (Ps 104:4) 
 v. 8-9 The Son of God is eternal and is coming back! 
   Psalm 45:1-7, Revelation 10:14-16 
   Psalm 45:9-17 – a ready bride 
 v. 10-12 The permanence of the Son’s reign  
   Psalm 102:16-22 
Pray for Christ to return and His kingdom to come! 
   Psalm 102:25-28 – an intra-Trinitarian conversation! 
 v. 13  David’s son and David’s Lord seated at God’s right hand 
   Psalm 110 – Where is Jesus now?
