Main Point:
Learn from the fall of Peter so that you don’t do the same.

1. Peter’s fall is a warning to us.

2. Peter’s fall was progressive.

3. Peter’s fall began in private.

4. Peter’s fall was aided by the wrong company.

5. Peter’s fall was graciously reversed by Jesus.

1 Corinthians 10:11-12 "' Now all these things happened to them as
examples, and they were written for our admonition, upon whom the
ends of the ages have come. 12 Therefore let him who thinks he
stands take heed lest he fall. (NKJV)

Proverbs 12:26 26 The righteous should choose his friends carefully,
For the way of the wicked leads them astray. (NKJV)
