Gospel of John
[Epilogue: Jesus, Peter, and John (John 21:18-24)]

I. Jesus’ Prediction of Peter’s Death (vs. 18, 19)

	-“stretch out the hands” = crucifixion 


	-Peter imitates Jesus in dying the same kind of death (12:32, 33; 18:31, 32), and by glorifying God in his 
 death (12:27, 28; 13:31, 32; 17:1; 1 Pet. 4:16) 


	-“Follow Me” (as a disciple; 1:43); anticipates Peter’s question in v. 21 



II. John’s Clarification About His Own Death (vs. 20-23)

-unnamed disciple is John (13:23, 25; 19:26; 20:2; 21:7) 


-description points to the intimacy John enjoyed with Jesus (1:18) and therefore establishes the 
 credentials of John’s gospel account; indicates a certain intimacy with Peter (13:23-25) 


-Peter’s question and Jesus’ reply (vs. 21, 22) 


-John’ clarification (v. 23) 



III. John’s Identification of the Gospel’s Author (v. 24)

	-editorial ‘we’ (1:14)


	-The beloved disciple is the apostle John. The writer of this gospel account is the beloved disciple. 


Practical Lessons 

1) It’s possible to be mistaken about the words of Jesus. 


2) Cast the burden of your death upon the Lord. 


3) All believers, without exception, are called to a life of discipleship (John 14:15). 


4) All believers, without exception, are called to glorify the Father by suffering for His Son in life and in death 
    (Rom. 14:8).
