We continue from our call to worship with this metrical setting of Psalm 99.

The interconnectedness of the first and second commandments are laid 
bare here, where worshiping the Lord by an image of our own making is 
juxtaposed with our tendency to find things within creation to worship 
as gods.

Since you saw no 
form on the day that the LORD spoke to you at Horeb out of the 
midst of the fire, 16 beware lest you act corruptly by making a 
carved image for yourselves, in the form of any figure, the likeness 
of male or female, 17 the likeness of any animal that is on the earth, 
the likeness of any winged bird that flies in the air, 18 the likeness of 
anything that creeps on the ground, the likeness of any fish that is in 
the water under the earth. 19 And beware lest you raise your eyes 
to heaven, and when you see the sun and the moon and the stars, 
all the host of heaven, you be drawn away and bow down to them 
and serve them, things that the LORD your God has allotted to all 
the peoples under the whole heaven."

The Apostles' Creed

Because we believe that wine was used in the Last Supper and is 
thus more in accord with the fullness of symbolism intended by God 
in the Lord's Supper, we offer and encourage wine for those who 
take part in Communion. For those with conscientious convictions 
against the use of wine, however, we offer grape juice, which is 
contained in the inner circle of the communion trays. The cups 
containing wine are in the outer circles.
