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PSALM 63 | ASONG OF THIRST

Background: In Psalm 63, King David cried out to God from a place of sensing isolation from God. This
psalm can be very meaningful to us as we go through ups and downs, experiencing seasons of great joy
as well as dry seasons.

What do we see in this psalm?
1. Strong spiritual thirst for God (1)

2. Affirmation of God and how He satisfies (2-8)

3. Confidence in the victory of those on God’s side (9-11)

How does this point forward to Jesus?

1. Jesus was in God (Matthew 27:36-46).
2. God won the victory over his enemies (Romans 1:3-4; John 16:32-33).
3. Jesus’ resurrection guarantees victory (1 Corinthians 15:54-58).
4. Jesus (John 4:7-14).
