HEBREWS: The absolute greatness of Jesus as Son—Part 10 

(So that God’s people will not become complacent and compromise, but persevere) 

Sermon:  Hebrews 9:24 

Jesus is greater, as our High Priest, in entering the true sanctuary. 

We see: 

1. The copies pointed to the greatness of Jesus as Christ. 

2. The entrance of Christ into heaven itself, for us. 

3. Christ now “represents” believers in the presence of God. 

The church is called to be a confessing church, that she may be, 
the pillar and ground of the truth (1Tim. 3:15,16)

Let us firmly believe all His promises, not doubting that we shall be 

nourished and refreshed with His body and blood through the working of 
the Holy Spirit as surely as we receive the bread and wine in 

remembrance of Him.
