CONFESSION OF FAITH X: Of Effectual Calling

L. All those whom God hath predestinated unto life, and those only, he is pleased, in his
appointed and accepted time, effectually to call, by his word and Spirit, out of that state of
sin and death in which they are by nature, to grace and salvation by Jesus Christ;
enlightening their minds spiritually and savingly to understand the things of God; taking
away their heart of stone, and giving unto them a heart of flesh; renewing their wills, and by
his almighty power determining them to that which is good; and effectually drawing them
to Jesus Christ; yet so as they come most freely, being made willing by his grace.

A. They that receive the sacrament of the Lord’s supper are, before they come, to prepare
themselves thereunto, by examining themselves of their being in Christ, of their sins and wants;
of the truth and measure of their knowledge, faith, repentance; love to God and the brethren,
charity to all men, forgiving those that have done them wrong; of their desires after Christ, and
of their new obedience; and by renewing the exercise of these graces, by serious meditation, and
fervent prayer.
