Sermon: “We Must Chop It All Down!” What’s Wrong With You People? Pt. 18
I Text:

Old Covenant: Judges 6:24-32

New Covenant: Matthew 24:1-4

IT Doctrine:

After paying respect to the living God by building an altar, Gideon was instructed to cleanse the
town. Gideon chopped down the idolatrous complex dedicated to Baal. He performed the act at night
for fear of the pagans.

IIT Comparing Scripture With Scripture:
