The Desire to Please God, 1-4 
• God’s blessing

o Dilemma: where to find one 
• Trustworthy servant is probably Eliezer 
• Key: Isaac has to have a child if the covenant promises of God are to be carried out 

o Our salvation depends on Isaac getting married and having a son! 
• The oath ritual 
• The key battle: God’s will… or my will

• We must believe God will and does show us his will 
• Abraham walks by faith in God and in God’s Providence 
• Passive and active faith 
• God’s will is not a hidden agenda

•       Two things 
o   The wife must be from Abraham’s family
