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Introduction: These second 3 petitions (daily bread, forgiveness, deliverance) demonstrate our entire 
dependence upon God and His grace in every circumstance of life. And while verse 12 is a petition for the 
forgiveness of sins, verse 13 is a petition for protection from future sins. This petition is for us “to be kept 
from anything that may cast me into sin, and to be delivered from everything that is opposed to my higher 
interests and to my true life [in Christ].” – Lloyd-Jones
