ABRAHAMIC COVENANT
Gen 12, 15; Rm 4, 11, Gal 3, Heb 11, Jas 2

❑ The land of Israel was given to them 
as an everlasting possession

❑ Abraham’s descendants will be as 
numerous as the stars in the sky

❑ The people of Israel will always be 
God’s chosen people

❑ Abraham is the forefather of faith
for both believing  Jews and Gentiles





MOSAIC COVENANT

❑ Came with blessing and cursing

❑ If the people of Israel obey the 
Law: they will be blessed

❑ If the people of Israel disobey
the Law: they will be cursed 





Where we began: Covenants

DAVIDIC COVENANT
❑ God promised to make David’s 

name great, cut off all his 
enemies

❑ God promised to plant Israel in 
peace and safety

❑ God will make a house for him 
and raise up his descendant 
after him 

❑ David’s son (Messiah) will 
build a house for God’s Name 
and God will establish the 
throne of His kingdom forever




Concerning those 3 covenants, a couple of things

We cannot know and understand the Bible apart from these covenants 
in the OT 
 In fact, Old Testament = Old Covenant

How can we tell someone Jesus loves them and died for them, apart 
from showing the promises in these covenants from the OT? 

How can we learn and study the end times apart from the OT? 

 Jesus is the fulfillment of the blessings and promises in these covenants 
that God has made with His people in the OT!

 The book of Revelation is the fulfillment of what was spoken in the OT 
and the teachings of Christ in the NT! 

IMPORTANT NOTE




 Secondly, God Himself (not man) initiated the covenants and the terms 

and conditions of the covenants

 Paul alludes to this in Romans chapter 9: 

Romans 9:11-16 (concerning the Abrahamic Covenant) 

11 for though the twins {Jacob and Esau} were not yet born and had not done 
anything good or bad, so that God’s purpose according to His choice would stand, 
not because of works but because of Him who calls, 12 it was said to her, “THE 
OLDER WILL SERVE THE YOUNGER.” 13 Just as it is written, “JACOB I LOVED, 
BUT ESAU I HATED.” 14 What shall we say then? There is no injustice with God, is 
there? May it never be! 15 For He says to Moses, “I WILL HAVE MERCY ON 
WHOM I HAVE MERCY, AND I WILL HAVE COMPASSION ON WHOM I HAVE 
COMPASSION.” 16 So then it does not depend on the man who wills or the man 
who runs, but on God who has mercy.

Why Daniel? 

 I’d like to make a parallel by reading an account recorded by Luke...  

Where we began: Daniel




CONTEXT:

After Jesus rose from the dead, there was a lot of commotion

 The women came to Jesus’s tomb bringing the spices they prepared 

 They found the tomb empty

 They were met by angels declaring to them that Jesus has risen

 The women reported it to the apostles

 The apostles didn’t believe their testimony, but Peter ran to the tomb and 
found it empty and was marveling as to what happened

 I’d like for us to pick up now Luke’s account on the Road to Emmaus 
where 2 of the apostles company was met by Jesus… 

Luke: Road to Emmaus




Luke 24:13-27

13 And behold, two of them were going that very day to a village named Emmaus, which 
was about seven miles from Jerusalem. 14 And they were talking with each other about all 
these things which had taken place. 15 While they were talking and discussing, Jesus 
Himself approached and began traveling with them. 16 But their eyes were prevented from 
recognizing Him. 17 And He said to them, “What are these words that you are exchanging 
with one another as you are walking?” And they stood still, looking sad. 18 One of them, 
named Cleopas, answered and said to Him, “Are You the only one visiting Jerusalem and 
unaware of the things which have happened here in these days?” 19 And He said to them, 
“What things?” And they said to Him, “The things about Jesus the Nazarene, who was a 
prophet mighty in deed and word in the sight of God and all the people, 20 and how the 
chief priests and our rulers delivered Him to the sentence of death, and crucified Him. 21 
But we were hoping that it was He who was going to redeem Israel. Indeed, besides all this, 
it is the third day since these things happened. 

Luke: Road to Emmaus




22 But also some women among us amazed us. When they were at the tomb early in the 
morning, 23 and did not find His body, they came, saying that they had also seen a vision 
of angels who said that He was alive. 24 Some of those who were with us went to the tomb 
and found it just exactly as the women also had said; but Him they did not see.” 25 And He 
said to them, “O foolish men and slow of heart to believe in all that the prophets have 
spoken! 26 Was it not necessary for the Christ to suffer these things and to enter into His 
glory?” 27 Then beginning with Moses and with all the prophets, He explained to them the 
things concerning Himself in all the Scriptures.

Luke: Road to Emmaus




 So why did we start with Daniel?

 It can be said, that “beginning with Daniel, I’m trying to explain to us the 
things concerning end times prophecy in the book of Revelation”

As I mentioned before

 The Scripture said Daniel understood all kinds of visions and dreams (Dan 1:17)

 Our Lord Jesus singled out Daniel in His Great Olivet Discourse (Mt 24, Mk 13)

 And I argued the book of Daniel

 is the cornerstone of all end times prophecy

 gives us the most comprehensive end times prophecy in the OT

 gives us a timeline of end times prophecy and the end of the age

Represents historical and end times super world powers (kingdoms and kings) who

 Or the downloading of one’s conscience

 To my knowledge, no kings in history met this criteria



Represents historical and end times kingdoms and kings who conquered and will conquer Mediterranean 
nations and kings (including the people, land, and temple of Israel). The Ram represents ancient Media-
Persia. The Goat represents ancient Yavan. The Small Horn (False Prophet) is a descendent of the Goat and 
will be given authority over the regular sacrifice and Israel’s last king in the end times.

 End times prophecy is centered around: 

 The people of Israel

 The land of Israel

 Primarily between Mediterranean nations 

What to look for: 
 A holy covenant between Mediterranean nations

 Permission granted to the Jews to re-build 3rd Temple, reinstitution of animal sacrifices

 False prophets and messiahs making great claims, performing signs and wonders

 Dispute and wars between Mediterranean nations, including over the holy covenant

 A king or world ruler “given a human mind”

 The giving over of the animal sacrifices and Israel’s PM over to another world leader 

 Destruction of Israel and the erection of the abomination of desolation in the Temple
