Intro: Gal. 3:2 — Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? By faith!
(Gal. 5:5-6).

Therefore, vs. 5 - Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He
do it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

Galatians 5:5-6

5 For we through the Spirit eagerly wait for the hope of righteousness by faith. 6 For in Christ Jesus
neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but faith working through love.

Galatians 3:14

14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the
promise of the Spirit through faith.

Ephesians 1:13

13 In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also,
having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,

34 For He whom God has sent speaks the words of God, for God does not give the Spirit by measure.

8 And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:

3 Jesus answered and said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see
the kingdom of God.” 4 Nicodemus said to Him, “How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a
second time into his mother’s womb and be born?” 5 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you,
unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of
the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Do not marvel that I said to you, ‘You
must be born again.” 8 The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it, but cannot tell
where it comes from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.”

John 6:63

63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they
are life.

John 14:16-17

16 And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever—
17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but
you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you.

John 14:26

26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things,
and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you.



John 15:26

26 “But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who
proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me.

John 16:13

13 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak
on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.

2 Corinthians 1:21-22

21 Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is God, 22 who also has sealed us
and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.

2 Corinthians 5:5

5 Now He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a guarantee.
Ephesians 3:20-21

20 Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the
power that works in us, 21 to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and
ever. Amen.

1 Thessalonians 1:5

5 For our gospel did not come to you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Spirit and in much
assurance, as you know what kind of men we were among you for your sake.

1 Corinthians 2:4-5

4 And my speech and my preaching were not with persuasive words of human wisdom, but in
demonstration of the Spirit and of power, 5 that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the
power of God.

Ephesians 6:17

17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which 1s the word of God;

Hebrews 4:12

12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to
the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of
the heart.

1 Corinthians 6:9-11
9 Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived. Neither

fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites, 10 nor thieves, nor covetous,
nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will inherit the kingdom of God. 11 And such were some of



you. But you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus
and by the Spirit of our God.

Galatians 5:16-18

16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 17 For the flesh lusts against
the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the
things that you wish. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law.

Ephesians 3:14-19

14 For this reason I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, 15 from whom the whole family
in heaven and earth is named, 16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be
strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 that Christ may dwell in your hearts
through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend with all the
saints what is the width and length and depth and height— 19 to know the love of Christ which passes
knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.

1 John 4:13

13 By this we know that we abide in Him, and He in us, because He has given us of His Spirit.
Romans 8:16

16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,

Philippians 1:19-26

19 For I know that this will turn out for my deliverance through your prayer and the supply of the Spirit of
Jesus Christ, 20 according to my earnest expectation and hope that in nothing I shall be ashamed, but with
all boldness, as always, so now also Christ will be magnified in my body, whether by life or by death. 21
For to me, to live is Christ, and to die 1s gain. 22 But if I live on in the flesh, this will mean fruit from my
labor; yet what I shall choose I cannot tell. 23 For I am hard-pressed between the two, having a desire to
depart and be with Christ, which is far better. 24 Nevertheless to remain in the flesh is more needful for
you. 25 And being confident of this, I know that I shall remain and continue with you all for your progress
and joy of faith, 26 that your rejoicing for me may be more abundant in Jesus Christ by my coming to you
again.

John 6:29
29 Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the work of God, that you believe in Him whom He sent.”
Romans 10:17

17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
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
