The figure of baptism expresses a parallel thought. Being under water was an Old Testament
picture of being overwhelmed by calamity (cf. Job 22:11; Ps. 69:2, 15; Isa. 43:2). Here the
“calamity” Jesus faced was bearing the burden of God’s judgment on sin which involved
overwhelming sufferings culminating in His death (cf. Luke 12:50).
