® The deacon’s ministry is the outflow of what all Christians are called to
e We are all called to be servants — for that is what the word means
e Scripture shows us such men are set aside for the important service
® There was trouble in the church, taking the apostles from essential work

e Acts 6 the word deacon is not used, but first place in NT church we see it
¢ Other examples: men called to serve & bear the burden: Moses (Ex 18:21)
® Men chosen to help so the apostles can preach, teach & be given to prayer
