Main Point:

There are two roads in life; make sure you are on the one that 
leads to eternal life by accompanying your faith with true 
obedience.


1. The road that leads to eternal life is one of obedience.


2. You will face opposition on the road that leads to eternal 
life.


3. It is possible to think you are on the road that leads to 
eternal life when you are not.


4. Make sure you are on the road that leads to eternal life by 
accompanying your faith with true obedience.

I have not sent them, commanded them, 
nor spoken to them; they prophesy to you a false vision, divination, 
a worthless thing, and the deceit of their heart. (NKJV)


Jeremiah 23:17 17 They [false prophets] continually say to those 
who despise Me, `The LORD has said, "You shall have peace "'; 
And to everyone who walks according to the dictates of his own 
heart, they say, `No evil shall come upon you.'" (NKJV)


Joshua 1:8 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your 
mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and night, so that you may 
be careful to do according to all that is written in it … (ESV)
