The 

prayers are seen in the Psalms of David  (Psa. 141.2).  Surely, the sorrow seen in 

the persecution of David will take a center role in the hearts of these saints.

 (Eph. 6.10, I Pet. 4.11).   

    -  _________ (time—money paid/value) — He is worthy of YOUR highest  

 _________. (I Cor. 7.23,  I Tim. 6.16). 

    -  _________  (doxa) -  He is worthy of YOUR highest ______. (I Tim. 1.17, Heb. 2.7) 

    -  _________  (eulogia)  —  He is worthy of YOUR finest _________.  (Eph. 1.3)
