1) Why consecutive exposition?

-The consecutive expository method of preaching teaches God’s people how to study the Bible for 
  themselves; exposes God’s people to more of the Bible than other methods; tends to give God’s people 
  a better understanding of the Bible than other methods; demonstrates the unity, coherence, and divine 
  authority of the Bible, and thus strengthens the faith of God’s people.
